These students can effectively deal 
with most situations likely to arise 
whilst travelling in an area where the 
language is spoken. Can produce 
simple connected text on topics 
which are familiar or of personal 
interest. 

This level is focused on developing 
the student’s fluency and 
accuracy abilities, and to helping 
them reach a level of competence 
that will allow them to interact 
with a variety of more challenging, 
sophisticated current topics. 
Students can understand a wide 
range of demanding, longer texts, 
and recognise implicit meaning. 
They can express themselves 
fluently and spontaneously 
without much obvious searching 
for expressions.
